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REGULAR MEETING OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAGINAW, MICHIGAN, HELD MONDAY, JANUARY 22, 2007, AT 6:30 P.M. IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBER OF CITY HALL. 

PRAYER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Councilman Willie Haynes offered a prayer and led the pledge of allegiance.

ROLL CALL

Mayor Carol Cottrell called the meeting to order.   The following Councilpersons were present: Gregory Branch, Larry Coulouris, William Federspiel, Wilmer Jones Ham, Willie Haynes, Amanda Kitterman-Miller, Amos O’Neal, Andrew Wendt and Mayor Carol Cottrell‑9.

(Mayor Cottrell made a brief statement with regard to City Council not having any jurisdiction, authority or involvement in the private or individual issues of its members.  She said Council, City Manager and staff ware committed to working on the business of the citizens of Saginaw.)


CORRECTION AND APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PRECEDING SESSIONS

Councilman Branch moved to approve the minutes from the July 10, 2006 (Regular), July 22, 2006 (Special), July 24, 2006, August 7, 2006, August 21, 2006, August 28, 2006, September 11, 2006 and September 25, 2006 (Regular) meetings of City Council.


Adopted unanimously.

PERSONAL APPEARANCES

Councilwoman Ham noted there were numerous speakers signed up to speak on her behalf.  She thanked them for their support but requested they do not speak on a matter that is being handled by the Courts.  Said she believes in justice and the Court system.
David R. Ortega, 1330 N. Washington, mentioned some of the allegations against Councilwoman Ham and requested she resign.  Said it clouds the integrity of Council.  Also spoke against Mr. Holiday and Mr. Ford of the Housing Commission.  (Mayor Cottrell reminded him there are no personal attacks.)  

 Charles Littleton, II (No address given.), apologized to Council for his behavior on November 6, 2006, wherein he refused to remove his hat at a Council meeting.  Said he should have removed his hat.  He didn’t mean to disrespect the Council rules.  Also apologized to Chief Cliff for the injury to his finger and for having to cut off his wedding band due to the injury.

Evelyn McGovern, 3075 W. Genesee, President of Women of Colors, invited City Council and citizens to a benefit concert on January 27, 2007 on behalf of Brother‑to‑Brother, a local multi-talented group of young musicians.  The monies raised will help all members of the group to travel to New York for a competition.    

Dr. Marie Wright Tolliver, 3260 Murray Hill, spoke on behalf of Mayor Pro Tem Ham.  Expanded on her attributes, her accomplishments and what she has done for the community.  Believes her to be innocent of any charges.

Edna C. Jones Webb, 3259 Livingston, mentioned some of the problems in the City, i.e. crime, lack of a Master Plan and no grant writer.  Emphasized what it would take to make good government, City departments functioning like a team and Council members who thoroughly review matters before making decisions.  Suggested a metro police force.

Lisle Brummell, 735 Simoneau, said he had been cited for having several cars on his property.  Was given 5 days to clear them from the property.  He requested additional time.  

Earl G. Jesse, 310 S. Harrison, spoke on the Election process.  Mentioned a couple of recounts where ballots could not be counted due to improper locking of the ballot box.  Requested the voting process be changed to allow the voter to sign his or her name in the poll book instead of the poll worker.

Nino Mauro, 3023 Martz Place, requested Council postpone approving the item on the agenda with regard to fencing behind the Water Treatment Plant.  Said there is a group of 30-40 guys that like to play Bocce.  The courts were financed by the Sons of Italy.  Requested the Bocce courts be moved to Garber Courts or another location.

(Mayor Cottrell requested Tom Darnell, Director of Public Services, provide a report.)  


Calvin Gill, Jr., 2221 Schaefer, mentioned a recent incident at Birch Park apartments wherein his daughter was beaten, her child thrown and house destroyed.  Upon calling the police, they were told the police only answer to shootings and domestic violence calls.  Inquired as to the Police policies and procedures for home invasions and assaults.  Said if police do not respond to these calls, the public will take matters into their own hands.  (Mayor Cottrell requested a follow up report.)

REMARKS OF COUNCIL

 
 Councilman Wendt thanked those who granted the wishes of Mayor Pro Tem Ham and did not speak.  Said Council is focused on the quality of citizens.  Mentioned a building at 1625 Holland Avenue, which was become increasingly worse over the past few weeks.  Requested the City Manager find out who owns the land and to make sure the City’s codes are enforced.  Mentioned some lights reported out on Genesee and Burt.  Said he was concerned about the crime in the Owen/Brown/Jefferson/Atwater/Holden and McCoskry area.  He’s had to call 9-1-1 twice recently due to shootings between 11 p.m. and 2:00 a.m.  Said such issues as crime and blight would be discussed at the upcoming Stategic Planning session.  


Councilman O’Neal thanked the Public Services Department for recently addressing some of the citizens’ concerns he had brought forth.  Said he was also disturbed with the crime.  Said citizens need to take ownership.  Suggested the churches get involved with the “parishioners on patrol” program.  Said there have been a lot of innocent victims.  Requested the Director of Development contact Mr. Brummell to try to reach a resolution.  Also mentioned the building at 1625 Holland.  Noted the property was located in the revitalization zone.  Also requested a follow up.  Announced the first partners’ forum for the revitalization zone to be held the upcoming Friday.  Reassured the community the City is aggressively pursuing blight and crime issues.  Commended Mr. Littleton for his apology.


Councilman Coulouris reminded citizens of the upcoming OHL skills competition and all-star game.  Said it was the first time the event left Ontario.  Said it is imperative these events are successful because the City could stand a chance to host the Memorial Cup, which could bring one to two million dollars into the economy.


Councilwoman Kitterman-Miller commended Word of Faith International Church and Alpha Phi Alpha for the great events they held in honor of the late Dr. Martin Luther King.  


Councilwoman Ham also thanked all who participated and hosted events for Dr. Martin Luther King Day.  Said his life should be celebrated every day, not just during the month of January.  Thanked the Public Service Department employees for keeping the streets salted and clean.  Mentioned the talented youth she witnessed at the NAACP Youth Jubilee.  Commended Pastor Campbell, Pastor Logan and First Lady Logan for their work with young people.


Councilman Federspiel thanked all who attended the meeting.  Said it was proof a lot of people care about the City.  Also commended Mr. Littleton for his apology.  Said it took a lot of courage and he accepts his apology.  Thanked the Women of Color for sponsoring the Brother-to-Brother musical group.  Encouraged all to support the group.


Councilman Haynes also mentioned Brother-to-Brother.  Said he personally knew the two young men who have the opportunity to travel to New York City.  He knows they want the other two in their group to go as well.  Said they are all talented young men.  Said the majority of the youth today are trying to do the right thing and the City should support them when given the opportunity.  Urged citizens to attend the upcoming benefit concert.  Mentioned the Gamma Kappa Kudos group which would be performing.  Said the group consists of young men from high schools throughout Saginaw County.  Those that can’t attend should make a donation.


Mayor Cottrell expounded on Councilman Coulouris’ comments.  Said those that are not going to the OHL all-star game, could attend other events.  She mentioned snow sculpting, the Saginaw High band performing, and free entry to the zoo where a new exhibit would be unveiled.  Reminded Council members of the retreat February 2-3, 2007.  The session would begin at 5:30 p.m. on Friday and hopefully conclude by 4:00 p.m. on Saturday.  Also reminded Council members she was still waiting for a few of them to schedule a meeting with her.  Told Dr. Thorns the building mentioned by Councilpersons O’Neal and Wendt was across from the former Graphite.

REPORTS FROM BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS AND COMMITTEES AND
APPOINTMENT OF BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS MEMBERS

Councilman Haynes announced the Precinct Committee meeting was rescheduled for Thursday, February 1, 2007, at 5:30 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers.  He urged citizens to attend.


Councilman Branch announced the Sesquicentennial Committee would meet at noon on Wednesday, January 24, 2007, at the Castle Museum.  Said it was their fourth meeting and many things were starting to come together.  Mentioned the Sesquicentennial was the 150th Anniversary of the founding of the City of Saginaw.  Events would kick off the week of April 11th because it was on April 11, 1857 the City of Saginaw held its first Common Council meeting.  The events would run approximately one year.


Councilwoman Kitterman-Miller said the City Beautification Committee was continuing to meet and would soon be looking for interested citizens to form a Board.  The Committee will be a part of the Keep America Beautiful initiative which has brought forth some great ideas.  

REPORTS FROM CITY MANAGER

Management Update


Acting City Manager Thomas Darnell introduced Peter Ewend of Saginaw Bay Underwriters.  Peter briefed Council on the insurance proposals on the agenda for the City’s Deluxe Property Coverage, Business Income, Machinery & Equipment, and Bridges. 

Thomas Darnell, as Director of Public Services, spoke on the City’s streetlights.  He said many of the complaints received on streetlights come through Council members.  He reported the City has over 7,000 streetlights and only a small crew that works in the evening hours.  As such, City employees are usually not aware when a light is out.  He urged citizens to report all streetlight outages to the City Clerk’s Office.  Once reported, the light is repaired in 2-3 days.  He said 90% of the lights are owned by the City and the other 10% by Consumers Energy.  If a Consumers’ light is reported out, the City passes the information along to them.  He indicated all streetlight bulbs are changed every 5 to 6 years.

Recommended Actions

Subject:  2007 Single Lot Special Assessments Tax Roll

Manager’s Recommendation:  It is recommended that the 2007 Single Lot Special Assessment Tax Roll transmitted herewith be filed in the office of the City Clerk for public examination; that the Council meet and review said roll at a regular meeting to be held February 19, 2007, and that the Clerk is hereby directed to post a public notice of said hearing. 

Justification:  The City Engineer filed the 2007 single lot assessment tax roll with the City Clerk on January 8, 2007, for the following assessments:

1. Water Connections  (WATTR)

2. Sewer Connections (SEWTR)

3.
Nuisances:  Trash Removal (TR007 & TRASH), Weed Cutting (WC007 & WEEDC) and Wrecker Service (WS007 & WRKSV).

4.
Sidewalks (SDWTR)

5. Solid Waste Disposal  (TRFE)

6. Environmental Compliance (EC001 & EC002)

The expenses on single lot assessments are not the types that require prorating of costs among several lots and parcels of land in the special assessment district, but are assessed to owners of the individual lots on which a service was performed.  The owners of record have been billed in accordance with provisions of Title III, Administration, Chapter 33, “Taxation and Assessment,” Section 33.26, Assessing Single Lots of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances, O-1.  


Council Action: Councilman Haynes moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.


Adopted unanimously.

Subject:  Insurance proposals for the City’s Deluxe Property Coverage, Business Income, Machinery & Equipment, Bridges and Crime Coverage


Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend approval of the insurance proposals with Chubb Group Insurance Companies for Customary Property Coverages, Equipment & Bridges Coverage and Cincinnati Insurance Company for Machinery & Equipment Coverage, effective February 1, 2007 to February 1, 2008, for a total cost of $272,394; and that I, and/or my designee, be authorized to execute any and all necessary insurance documents under the plans.  I further recommend that I or my designee be allowed to make adjustments to said policies, as necessary throughout the policy term, in removing and/or adding coverage on equipment, machinery and buildings, as the City acquires and/or disposes of same.

Coverage documents, policy changes and contracts to implement the new insurance are subject to the City Manager’s approval as to substance and the City Attorney’s approval as to form.

Funds are budgeted and available in the Self Insurance Fund (Other Services) Account No. 677-1762-711-80-06. ($113,497.50 will be expended from the FY2006‑07 budget and $158,986.50 from the FY2007-08 budget.)

Justification:  Recently, Saginaw Bay Underwriters received proposals for insurance coverage on City Property, Machinery, Equipment and Bridges to be effective February 1, 2007 to February 1, 2008.  Upon receipt and review of the proposals received by Saginaw Bay Underwriters, the following insurance policies are being recommended:

CUSTOMARY PROPERTY COVERAGES

Chubb Group of Insurance Companies policy which includes coverage for Blanket Building and Personal Property, Business Income, Earthquake, Flood, Computer Hardware and Software, Valuable Papers and Miscellaneous Inland Marine (Animals in Petting Zoo) for a premium of $179,031.  Last year the City paid $198,968 for this same insurance, however, the deductible was $50,000.  If the City chose to continue with the $50,000, the rate this year would be $198,923.  Since the City has only had one claim under this policy in the past 15 years or more, it is being recommended to increase the deductible to $100,000.  This is a savings of $19,892 per year.  Given the City’s history, the $50,000 deductible increase would be recouped in 2.5 years.  Again this year, the proposal includes a 3% increase on the value of the City’s property which did not affect the premium cost.

EQUIPMENT FLOATER POLICY
Chubb Group Insurance Companies policy which includes Radio, Equipment and Machinery, Employee Tools, Rental Cost Reimbursement, Leased/Rented from others, Floating Docks, Debris Removal, Fire Department Service Charges, Inventory or Appraisals, Pollutant Clean-up, Fire Protection and Equipment Refill for a premium of $18,459.  This is a decrease in premium of $1,831.  ($1,000-$5,000 deductible, with the exception of the Floating Docks which carries a $25,000 deductible.)   

BRIDGES POLICY

Chubb Group of Insurance Companies policy which includes coverage on the Douglas Schenck, Frank Andersen, Holland, Genesee Avenue, Johnson Street, Norman Street, C&O RR Grade Crossing, Ojibway Island (South End) and Ojibway Island Pedestrian (North & South End) Bridges for a premium of $61,660.  This is the same insurance the City carried the prior year with no cost increase. ($50,000 deductible)  

 MACHINERY & EQUIPMENT
Cincinnati Insurance Company policy which includes coverage on Electric Generators, Miscellaneous Electrical Apparatus, Recip. Eng. Internal Combustion, Transformers, Water Damage, Expediting Expenses, Water Damage, Ammonia Contamination and Hazardous Substance, for a premium of $13,244.  This is the same insurance the City carried the prior year with no cost increase.  ($1,000-$5,000 deductible) 


Council Action:  Councilman Haynes moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Cable Activated Trailer 

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend acceptance of the low bid and issuance of a purchase order to A.I.S. Equipment in the amount of $3,113.00 for the purchase of a cable activated trailer.


This vendor meets all requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter 14, §14.35 – 14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.


Funds for this purchase are available in the Water and Sewer Materials Accounts 590-4821-861-97-41 ($1,556.50) and 591-4721-97-41 ($1,556.50).

Justification:  On December 19, 2006, the Public Services Department, Maintenance and Service Division received two bids for a cable activated trailer to be used in patching and repairing City Street surfaces while in the course of maintaining the water and sewer systems. Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend acceptance of the low bid be and issuance of a purchase order to Evans Equipment in the amount of $7,894.32 for the purchase of a portable light tower to be used by the Maintenance and Service Division.  


This vendor meets all requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter 14, §14.35 – 14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.


Funds for this purchase are available in the Water and Sewer Materials Accounts 590-4821-861-97-41 ($3,947.16) and 591-4721-97-41 ($3,947.16).

Justification:  On December 12, 2006 the Public Services Department, Maintenance and Service Division received two bids for a portable light tower for use during maintenance and repairs of the water and sewer systems during nighttime and emergency operations.  This equipment will allow the division to illuminate the entire work area, whereas before only the excavation could be illuminated with the small portable lights used.

Laboratory Microwave Digester

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend acceptance of the bid received from CEM Corporation, Matthews, NC, and that a purchase order be approved and issued to them in the amount of $15,495.00 for the purchase of a laboratory microwave digester to be used by the Wastewater Treatment Plant Laboratory. 

This vendor meets all requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter14, §14.35-14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.


Funds for this purchase are available in the Sewer Operation and Maintenance Account No. 590-4830-861.97-40.
Justification:  On December 5, 2006 the City received bids for the purchase of a microwave digestion unit for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Laboratory. This digester is used to prepare water samples from industrial contributors and the plant discharge for heavy metals analyses as required by our National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Permit.  Two bids were received for this equipment but only one of them fulfilled the requirements of the specification. 


Council Action:  Councilman Haynes moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Michigan Department of Transportation Cost Agreement Number 06-5388


Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend that Michigan Department of Transportation (“MDOT”) Cost Agreement Number 06-5388 be approved and that the proper officials be authorized to execute said agreement on behalf of the City.  The Cost Agreement has been approved by the City Manager as to substance and the City Attorney as to form.  A resolution to approve the Cost Agreement appears under the regular order of business.



Justification:  Transmitted herewith is a proposed Cost Agreement (City Clerk’s File No. _____) with MDOT for the purpose of setting forth the rights and obligations of the parties.  Specifically, the parties agree to the intersection improvements at M-13 (Washington Avenue) and M-46 (Rust Street).  The improvements include, but are not limited to, the removal of by-pass lanes and islands, construction of center left turn lanes and right turn lanes and any additional related work.  The total project is estimated to cost $641,200.00. Federal funds will pay $513,000.00, MDOT funds will pay $128,000.000 and the City’s estimated share is $16,000.00.  

Funds for the City’s share are available in the Major Streets Construction Projects Account Number 202-4614-781-8047 ($16,000.00).  The Project Number is ST0705. 


Council Action:  Councilman Haynes moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.


Adopted unanimously.

Subject:  ADT Security Services, Inc. Contract 

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend the approval of a proposal for a three-year agreement with ADT Security Services, Inc. (ADT) in the amount of $42,078.00 and that a purchase order be issued to them for this amount.  The purchase order and this dollar amount shall cover the cost of annual maintenance and service fees for the 2007 ($14,026.00), 2008 ($14,206.00) and 2009 ($14,206.00) Fiscal Years.
 


This Contract has been approved by the City Manager as to substance and by the City Attorney as to form.

This vendor meets all requirements of Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter 14, §14.35 – 14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.


Funds for the maintenance and service agreement are budgeted in the General Fund Building and Grounds Maintenance Account No. 101-7575-821-8005 ($11,385.00), Public Works Building Operation Fund Account No. 641-4439-811-8005 ($7,755.00), Water and Sewer Operation Maintenance Fund Account Nos. 591-4721-861-8005 ($7,249.50) and 590-4821-861-8005 ($7,249.50) and General Fund Building Maintenance Account No. 101-3014-721-8005 ($8,439.00).

Justification:  On October 27, 2006, the City received a proposal for a three-year agreement with ADT Security Services, Inc. for the access security systems at City Hall, Public Services, and the Police Station.  A cost comparison shows no increase over our last agreement with ADT. 


ADT disclaims all express and implied warranties of merchantability and fitness on parts installed and limits the City’s remedies to repair and replacement. By law, the City would also be entitled to a refund as a remedy. ADT limits liability for third party claims to $1,000.00 or 10% of the contract price, whichever is greater. ADT also restricts the City’s statutory right to file a lawsuit based upon a breach of contract claim from six years to one year. The City has its own insurance in the event third party liabilities were to subject to its self-insured retention amount. It is recommended we accept the agreement in its present form as these terms and conditions are understood to be standard in the industry.


Council Action:  Councilman Haynes moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.


Adopted unanimously.

All City Manager recommendations to this point were adopted by general consent. The following was considered after discussion.
Subject:  Amendment to Development Agreement/Wolgast Corporation

Manager’s Recommendation:  It is recommended that the Addendum to the Purchase and Development Agreement be approved and that the City Manager or his designee be authorized to execute all documents necessary.  This purchase and development agreement is subject to approval by the City Manager as to substance and the City Attorney as to form.  
 

Justification:  On December 5, 2005, the City of Saginaw entered into a purchase and development agreement for property located in the 3200, 3300, 3400, 3500, and 3600 block of Douglass St. on the southeast side of the City with Wolgast Corporation.  One of the conditions of this agreement was that Wolgast Corporation apply for MSHDA tax credits in the spring 2006, and if not successful, the summer 2006 application periods.  The proposed project was not successful in acquiring the MSHDA tax credits in either of these periods.  The reason for not being successful was not because of a lack in quality in this proposal but simply that these tax credits are awarded on a lottery system.  Both Wolgast Corporation and the City have expended a considerable amount of resources in developing this project.  Wolgast Corporation wishes to apply again during the 2007 application periods therefore necessitating that the original purchase and development agreement be amended only in terms of the section of the agreement related to timeframe.

Council Action: Councilman Coulouris moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be tabled until after the Strategic Planning session.  Defeated by the following vote:

Justification:  On October 24, 2006, the City received bids for the supply and delivery of chain link fencing to be used to secure the rear portion of the Water Plant.
