PRAYER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Councilman Willie Haynes offered a prayer and led the pledge of allegiance.

ROLL CALL

Mayor Carol Cottrell called the meeting to order.   The following Councilpersons were present: Gregory Branch, Larry Coulouris, William Federspiel, Wilmer Jones Ham, Willie Haynes, Amanda Kitterman-Miller, Amos O’Neal, Andrew Wendt and Mayor Carol Cottrell‑9.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

City Clerk Diane Herman announced the public hearing on the Taxicab rate increase.  H.R. Topham, III, spoke on behalf of Top Lease and Yellow Cab Company.  He requested Council’s support on their petition for an increase.  Said there has not been an increase since 2003, yet there have been rising costs in insurance, auto parts and gas.   Earl Jesse questioned how much the rate would increase per ride.  Johnny Sanders spoke against the increase.  Mayor Cottrell called for additional comments three times.   No one else was heard.  (Mr. Topham stated the increase would be 10%.)  
Councilman Branch moved to declare the hearing closed.

Adopted unanimously.
City Clerk Diane Herman announced the public hearing on the City’s preliminary submission Statement of Community Development Objectives and projected use of funds for its Community Development Block Grant Program.  Ron Spess acknowledged the work of the Human Planning Commission and expressed his support for their recommendations. 

Mayor Cottrell called for additional comments three times.   No one else was heard.  

Councilman Federspiel moved to declare the hearing closed.

Adopted unanimously.


PERSONAL APPEARANCES

 Earl Jesse, 310 S. Harrison, spoke on the City’s unfunded liabilities.  Said it is a serious matter for States, Counties, Cities and Townships because in the past municipalities did not have keep track of pension and healthcare expenses.  Stressed the need for the City to put some money away every year.

Johnny Sanders, 3420 Grant, complained about beer advertising signs on the South end.  Said if the City is going to make some establishments take down their signs, they should make all establishments.  Said the City needs to come together, it shouldn’t be about color or what side you are from.  The City needs to learn to do things for all four sides of the City.

Vicente Castellanos, 1865 Hotchkiss, Freeland, said he promised citizens if the public safety millage passed, he would demonstrate how home owners could save up to 20%-30% in their utility bills.  Requested permission to give a presentation on the matter for the public.  Said he was especially concerned for the senior citizens who are on a fixed income.  Said his November bill was $54 and he has a 1,700 square foot home.  (Mayor Cottrell advised him to call the City Manager.)

Crystal Mays, 3320 Russell, spoke on behalf of Women of Colors, Inc. and invited Council to their 14th Anniversary Celebration at the Andersen Enrichment Center.  The event included dinner and a silent auction.  Said the proceeds assist programs for girls.  
REMARKS OF COUNCIL


Councilman O’Neal commended the City Manager and staff for the recent retreat. Also commended the City Manager for charting a course of action for the City.  Mentioned many things the City had accomplished since the prior Strategic Plan session, i.e. successful public safety millage, collecting over 1 million through revenue enhancement and the Neighborhood Revitalization Plan.    Complemented the representatives from  ICMA who conducted and presented the Public Safety Study.  Said they were both very knowledgeable in their area.  Said he appreciated the recommendations brought forth to maximize the City’s resources.


Councilman Coulouris said that Councilman O’Neal covered everything he was going to say.


Councilwoman Kitterman-Miller also thanked the staff.  Said she is pleased with the direction the City is taking and believes the City has the right team in place, both staff and colleagues dedicated to moving the City forward.  Stressed the importance of open dialog and sharing expertise.  Advised the public that there are a lot of options that work for other cities but there is no “one size fits all” solution.  Saginaw needs to find the solution that works best for it.  You can glean a lot of information from other cities but cannot just say  “It worked for them so it has to work for us.”  Said the public should also consider how people respond to mandates, and how they respond to respect and having the ability to give their input and share their expertise and knowledge.  The public needs to give credit to the people who are working hard to keep the City moving forward.  Announced the 8th Annual Chocolate Lovers event for the Underground Railroad.


Councilwoman Ham praised the Yellow Cab service and said the City was blessed to have the cab company in the City to transport seniors, students and others.  Noted there are many people who don’t have cars.  Said the cab company is doing an awesome job for the community.  Mentioned a recent conversation she had with Bishop Frumentius from Chicago.  Said he plans to create 56 million community homes.  Commended him for his vision and assistance with the City’s revitalization.  Reminded all February is Black History month.  Commended those who are hosting special events and programs.  Said she celebrates her history every day.  


Councilman Haynes announced the Willie E. Thompson Fellowship program was recruiting young men for the 2007 Fellowship Program, specifically looking for ex-offenders and others with challenged backgrounds.  Also announced an upcoming forgiveness day for ex-offenders and a program at New Mt. Calvary Baptist Church for those interested in employment with the MDNR Parks and Recreation.  Said Hemlock Semi-Conductor was looking for young male co-op students.   


Councilman Wendt mentioned unfunded liabilities.  Said the City is mandated by the State to have a plan to fund the liabilities.  The audit states what the City is currently funding in the plans and the amount it should fund.  Assured citizens that Council is aware of the City’s fiscal responsibilities.  Also spoke on the Revitalization Zone. Said it is true the City is focusing on a certain area, however, other areas of the City are being addressed and he referenced the Wolgast project on the Southside near Douglas Street.  Thanked the Staff and City Manager for the weekend retreat and for bringing in members from ICMA.  Said the focus was on crime and maximizing police and fire to their fullest abilities.  Said he was also excited about the program whereby the City would be partnering with other County police departments in fighting crime.  Said the City needs to do all it can to fight crime.  He thanked the Finance Department for all their hard work.  Said at the retreat he learned Council would be provided with quarterly reporting and thought it was very important.  Said the audit revealed some deficiencies; however, the City is taking steps in the right direction to address these issues.  Commended the Human Planning Commission, Dr. Thorns and his staff for the great job they did with the block grant recommendations.  


Mayor Cottrell mentioned one of the speakers referring to beer advertising.  Said the City was not singling out any one business.  On the recommendation of Councilman Coulouris stores across the City were sent notices on the City’s regulations under the signage ordinances.  Many of the stores were exceeding the limit for storefront signage.  Said some businesses have already complied.  Mentioned the successful retreat and how Council and staff revisited the prior year’s priorities and discussed and renumbered some of those priorities, however, public safety remained number one.  Suggested the priorities be placed on SGTV, with a brief synopsis.  Thought the retreat was very productive and there was very direct and honest conversation.  Said the Council and staff would meet again in six months as they were committed to staying focused on the plan, providing the best services the City can with the limited amount of resources and making sure changes are expedited.

REPORTS FROM BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS AND COMMITTEES AND
APPOINTMENT OF BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS MEMBERS

Councilman Haynes announced a Career Job Fair to be held Wednesday, February 21, 2007, at the Horizon’s Conference Center.  Said the schools would be furnishing buses.  He urged students to contact their school counselor. 


Councilman Haynes advised the Precinct Committee met on February 1, 2007 and discussed adding additional precincts.  Also, some of the precincts will have to be relocated due to the mandates under the Help America Vote Act to make voting precincts friendly for persons with disabilities and some of the present precincts do not comply with the standards.  


Councilwoman Kitterman-Miller gave an update on the Beautification Committee.  Said staff members are in place and they will be partnering with Keep America Beautiful which will give the City an umbrella organization for the City to work under and hopefully get other resources to keep Saginaw beautiful.  Said the Committee is currently waiting for some training and are looking at a possible cleanup in the spring.  Said the Committee realizes there are major cleanup issues, i.e. blight houses, however, they will be starting out by planting flowers, grass cutting, etc., with the help of citizens.  


Mayor Cottrell proposed a reappointment of Councilman Haynes to the Region VII Commission on Aging Board of Directors with a term to expire 03/31/10.


Councilman O’Neal moved to approve the reappointment.


Adopted unanimously.

REPORTS FROM CITY MANAGER

Management Update


City Manager Darnell Earley thanked Council for the time they spent with staff at the recent retreat to discuss critical issues for the City’s future.  Said there are challenges before the City, but there is no better way to attack the challenges than to continue with a team building process so all are on the same page.  Thanked staff for their continued dedication and hard work.  Said on a day-to-day basis, Council does not see the same type of dialog and problem solving and attacking issues on the part of the himself and staff. Noted the efforts made in addressing the public safety issue.  Thanked the Human Planning Commission, Dr. Thorns and his staff for their efforts with the block grant program, in reviewing and making recommendations with fewer resources.  Said there is never a total consensus on dollars spent, however, the monies have been allocated in areas where it is believed to have the maximum outcome.

Saginaw County Substance Abuse Prevention Services Agreement 

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend that the Substance Abuse Prevention Services Agreement with the Saginaw County Department of Public Health (“DPH”) be approved.  The Agreement has been approved by me as to substance and the City Attorney as to form.  

Justification:  During the past several years the DPH and City have entered into an agreement regarding Substance Abuse Prevention Services.  The purpose of the agreement is to develop and deliver prevention services to specific high risk populations identified as underserved and provided in a variety of settings.  Pursuant to the terms of the agreement, the City will receive $180,000.00 to conduct 5,200 units of service for a drug free community.  The funds are specifically used for the Saginaw Police Department to fund its drug prevention efforts through the Family Youth Initiative program.  


Council Action: Councilman O’Neal moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Purchase of McAfee Virusscan

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend that a purchase order be issued to Trivalent Group in the amount of Two Thousand Three Hundred Seven Dollars and 75/100 ($2,307.75) for the purchase of spyware licenses, updates and annual maintenance for all City servers, PC’s and laptops.

This vendor meets all requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter 14, §14.35-14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.


Funds for this purchase are available in the Information Services Operating Services Account No. 658-1720-711.80-05.  
Justification:  The City received a proposal for the purchase of licenses and annual maintenance for spyware software to protect the Citywide network for a period of one year.  The sealed bid process was not used because this purchase was covered under pricing for the State of Michigan.  By purchasing through the State of Michigan’s pricing structure, the City realizes a substantial savings over standard pricing of the software and maintenance.  The total cost for this purchase is $2,307.75.

This vendor meets all requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter 14 §14.35-14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.

Funds are budgeted in the Water Treatment Surplus Maintenance Account No. 591-4730-861.97-41.

Justification:  On October 24, 2006, the City received bids for the supply and delivery of chain link fencing to be used to secure the rear portion of the Water Plant.  The fencing includes barbwire along the top and sliding gates to allow for access.   The fencing will secure the rear parking area including the chemical storage areas.
