REGULAR MEETING OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAGINAW, MICHIGAN, HELD MONDAY, JUNE 4, 2007, AT 6:30 P.M. IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBER OF CITY HALL. 

PRAYER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Councilman Willie Haynes offered a prayer and led the pledge of allegiance.

ROLL CALL

Mayor Carol Cottrell called the meeting to order.   The following Councilpersons were present: Gregory Branch, Larry Coulouris, William Federspiel, Wilmer Jones Ham, Willie Haynes, Amanda Kitterman-Miller, Andrew Wendt and Mayor Carol Cottrell‑8.

Absent:  Councilperson Amos O’Neal-1.

PERSONAL APPEARANCES


(At 6:31 p.m., Councilman O’Neal entered and took his seat.)


Johnny Sanders, 3420 Grant, complained about the grass not being cut on the Southside.  Said people cannot see around the corners.  Accused Council members of never coming to the Southside.  Also said the killings need to stop.


David Ortega, 1330 N. Washington, thanked Saginaw High School for participating in the Cinco de Mayo parade.  Thanked Councilman Coulouris and noted he was the only Councilperson in the parade.  Also thanked Councilman Wendt for his participation in the Memorial Day Parade.  Urged citizens to vote against the “no shows” in November.  Also supported a raise for the police and said criminals should be put to work to clean the City’s parks and streets.

Earl Jesse, 125 N. Michigan, said too much money is being spent on defending lawsuits.  Mentioned the high lawyers fee and the time wasted waiting for a hearing where they are still getting paid.  Supported the wage freeze mentioned by the City Manager.  Noted the decline in population and the number of homes up for sale.

Ken Krupa, P.O. Box 1845, Bay City, questioned the City’s policy on water shut-offs.  Said it is currently set at $100 or 3 months behind in payment.  Believes it should just be $100.  Said property owners could sue the City for water bills being applied to their taxes.  Reported drug houses at 1221 Union and 1310 Union.   Said there are too many of these houses.

REMARKS OF COUNCIL

Councilwoman Ham noted the many residents planting flowers around the City, in particular the high rises.  Thanked all for helping the City look beautiful.  Mentioned attending the Family Youth Initiative graduation.  Said it was a nice affair and many scholarships were awarded.  Spoke on a couple of other award programs she had attended and thanked the sponsors.  Congratulated all 2007 graduates.  Noted she did attend the Cinco de Mayo activities.  Said she was out of town and didn’t make it in time for the parade.  Commended the organizers of the event.  Thanked the officers, firefighters and everyone in the community on behalf of Tanesha Watkins for their caring and sharing during her time of sorrow for the loss of her family in a recent fire.  Announced the annual WKCQ free concert to be held June 16, 2007 on Ojibway Island.  Urged all to attend.  Requested the City Manager send a “thank you” for the work they have done for the community in bringing people together. 

Councilman Federspiel assured Mr. Sanders he does drive through the South end.  Noted there is a mowing schedule in place and the workers are doing the best they can.  Said he also has vacant homes in his neighborhood with tall grass, however he and other neighbors took care of these properties.  Mentioned he attended both the Cinco de Mayo and the Veterans’ Memorial parades.  Addressed Mr. Krupa’s issue on drug houses. Said if the police took the individual away, they were doing their job.  If they were released it was on the part of a judge or prosecutor.  Said he gets frustrated as an officer that someone is let out before he can even finish his report. 

Councilman Wendt said tall grass is everywhere in the City.  Also mentioned the schedule and said it is going to take time to address the matter.  Urged citizens to continue to call in their complaints.  Thanked Mr. Ortega for his complement and said the Arthur Hill High School band did not make the Cinco de Mayo parade because they were at State competition.  Also congratulated the 2007 graduates, both at the high school and college level.  

Councilman Branch reported there are 350 acres of City property (parks, boulevards, right-of-ways, etc.) which are cut by 3 crews on a 2-week cycle  This cycle sometimes gets thrown off due to rain.  The Noxious Weed Abatement program is handled by 2 crews for the most part.  Said last year the crews cut 2,300 properties.  Said the City is doing the best it can.

Councilman O’Neal thanked the City Manager for providing Council with the information on the streets projects.   Noted he is on the Southside every Thursday at 4:00 p.m. at Bethlehem Baptist Church when he meets with the Parishioners on Patrol group.  Said the prior Friday he, Councilman Haynes and the group members went out into the community to talk to the young people.  Thanked the group members who assisted with the Saginaw High prom.  Said there were no fights or injuries.  Mentioned the Saginaw County African American Leadership Council program had begun and said it is a great leadership-training tool for the City.   

Mayor Cottrell spoke on a prior matter whereby an appointed union official attempted to create an atmosphere of animosity between the police officers union and fire fighter’s union.  The individual actually called Council members and advised them, if they do not “do this” they would be withdrawing their support.  Said she spoke to the presidents of both unions who believe they have a very positive working relationship.  Questioned what was meant by “support” when no money was given towards an election campaign and the majority of the members of the bargaining unit don’t live within City limits and therefore, are unable to vote.  She applauded the Council members who responded by saying they were representing the citizens as an entirety.  They care about employees but were empowered to care about everyone throughout the community.  Noted that both police and fire worked together strongly last year for the public safety millage.  Thanked the Fire Chief, City Manager and Deputy Police Chief for representing the City at the funeral of the victims of the fire.   Referred to fire fighter overtime having been previously discussed and noted the Fire Department was at the scene within 3 minutes of receiving the call.  Said there were only 3 fire fighters left to address another fire, which occurred at the same time.  Said it was a good thing the second fire was a vacant house.   Such incidents as these create the overtime and she challenged anyone to discuss it with her.

REPORTS FROM BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS AND COMMITTEES AND

APPOINTMENT OF BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS MEMBERS

Councilman Haynes announced a Precinct Committee meeting to be held Thursday, June 14, 2007 at 5:30 p.m. in City Hall Council Chambers.

Councilwoman Kitterman-Miller reminded all the first meeting of Keep Saginaw Beautiful would be held Monday, June 11, 2007 at 4:00 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers.  


Councilman Coulouris reported on two road closings reviewed by the Planning Commission (Almira and Lyon) which are west of Niagara near Remington.  Said the roads are not actually being closed because they never existed.  Noted the property is being sold to build a church.  (Mayor Cottrell questioned the issue of a church being built across the street from a previous restaurant which held a liquor license.  Said she thought there had been discussion on the buyer waiving the 500-foot LLC rule so the church would not impede the vacant building being sold as a restaurant and continuing to use a liquor license.)  Councilman Coulouris said it had been addressed by the Zoning Board of Appeals and it was his understanding this stipulation would be part of the sales agreement. Mentioned he did not know if it was legal.    


Councilman Branch provided a Sesquicentennial moment.  He said the City of Saginaw was incorporated on February 17, 1857, under legislative authority.  He provided information on the City at that time, noting some of the businesses, i.e. 8 attorneys, 7 doctors, 1 pharmacy, 6 hotels, 1 restaurant, a shipyard on Water Street, a livery stable, a tannery, and others.  The population at the time was 536.

REPORTS FROM CITY MANAGER

Management Update

City Manager Darnell Earley advised Council the pension information they requested had been compiled and was available in the Employee Services office.  

Mentioned the many complaints received on the weed cutting.  Said the delay in getting the weeds cut is a result of cutbacks, having to reduce the crews and not having enough money to employ the people needed to cover the acreage.  

City Manager Darnell Earley then discussed the implementation of the 2008 Budget.  Said it was a well thought out spending plan which preserved positions, services and adjusted classifications.  Said it keeps good the City’s word to the citizens that the City needs time to sort out some of the problems.  Noted the decline in General Fund expenditures over the past few years.  Said Council gives the City Manager authority to shift actual expenditures throughout the fiscal year.   Any unexpected expenses throughout the year must be paid with existing revenues, i.e. raises received as a result of mediation.  Explained the City’s turn-around management mode and how building raises into the budget’s base is not sound management if the City is not going to be able to sustain it given the revenue projections.  Noted that overtime is a management issue.  Also mentioned the City had 3 years left of the public safety millage to fix its public safety problem.  
Recommended Actions:

KCQ Country Music Fest Free Concert

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend that Council consider a request by WKCQ-FM for in-kind service, in lieu of payment, for one half of the special event fees for the Country Music Fest Free Concert scheduled for June 16, 2007 on Ojibway Island. 
Justification:  On January 24, 2007, the Public Services Department received a special event application from WKCQ-FM for the Country Music Fest Free Concert scheduled for June 17, 2006.  They are requesting that we extend last year’s payment terms of half cash and half in-kind advertising for payment of city services.  Costs incurred for last year’s event were $16,341.29. Estimates for this year’s event indicate similar costs will be incurred.

An Ordinance became effective on August 19, 2004 to add Chapter 99, “Special Events Regulations” to Title IX, General Regulations of the City of Saginaw Code of Ordinances O-1.  Section §99.5 of this ordinance states that fees and insurance will not be waived under any circumstances.  The fees would not be waived in this instance, but advertising in lieu of payment for one half of the charges would be accepted.

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

I.T.I. Inc. Internet Services Agreement

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend approval of the Internet Services Agreement between the City of Saginaw (“City”) and I.T.I., Inc. (“ITI”).  This Agreement sets terms for the City’s access to the Internet, which is currently provided by ITI.  I further recommend that the Information Services Director, Jay Beelman, be authorized and directed to execute the Agreement on behalf of the City.  The Agreement has been approved by me as to substance and the City Attorney as to form.  
Justification:  In 2004, City Council approved an agreement with ITI to provide Internet services.  The agreement was for a three-year period and will soon expire.  The parties have agreed to enter into a new Agreement for a period of three (3) years.  The monthly charge for Internet services is $574.00.

This Agreement  contains  terms that are not favorable to the City, such as a one-sided indemnification clause, two year limitation for filing of lawsuits and imposition of late fees and collection charges.  It is recommended that we accept the Agreement in its present form as these terms and conditions are standard in most Internet service agreements.    Funds for this service are available in the Information Services Fund Account No. 658-1720-711-8005.

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Subject:  Gabriel Roeder Smith & Company Agreement 

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend approval of an Agreement with Gabriel Roeder Smith & Company (“Gabriel Roeder Smith”) in an amount not to exceed $18,000.00 to complete an actuarial study of the retiree healthcare insurance liability in FY 2008.  This study will form the basis of our plan to account for and fund the Other Post Employment Benefits (OPEB) unfunded liability.  The Agreement is approved by me as to substance and the City Attorney as to form.

This vendor meets all requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter 14, §14.35-14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.  

Funds are available in the General Fund’s Controller Office - Professional Services Account No. 101-1741-711.80-01 and will be charged against the functional areas where the study applies once final billing has been received.

Justification:  On March 1, 2007, Gabriel Roeder Smith submitted a proposal to prepare an actuarial valuation of retiree health care benefits for the City’s Retiree Health Care Plan. This proposal includes the development of an initial per capita premium rates as well as the development of the valuation.

U Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Economic Development - Budget Adjustment            

Manager’s Recommendation:  It is recommended that the 2006/07 Economic Development budget be amended to accept carryover funds from prior years that will be spent this fiscal year.  

The Economic Development revenue line item (244-0000-511-55-05) will be increased from $0 to $250,000.00 and the Federal Grant EPA revenue line item (244-0000-513.58-35) from $10,000.00 to $410,000.00. This will be offset by an increase to the Professional Services expenditure line item (244-6064-761.80-01) from $10,000.00 to $660,000.00.

Justification:  Carryover funds are not shown as a receivable by the City of Saginaw, therefore, budget adjustments are required as these funds are utilized.  The Council adopted a budget for this fund on an overall basis, but the revenue and expenditures for the budget only included the federal funding earmarked for the 2006/07 fiscal year.   

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Downtown Development Authority - Budget Adjustment            

Manager’s Recommendation:  It is recommended that the 2006/07 Downtown Development Authority budget be amended to accept carryover funds from prior years that will be spent this fiscal year.  

The Downtown Development Authority’s revenue line item (243-0000-680.00-00) will be increased from $0 to $75,000.00 as well as the Capital Outlay – Land and Improvement expenditure line item (243-1775-761.97-30) will be increased from $0 to $75,000.00.  

Justification:  Carryover funds are not shown as a receivable by the City of Saginaw, therefore budget adjustments are required as these funds are utilized.  The Council adopted a budget for this fund on an overall basis, but the revenue and expenditures for the budget only included the federal funding earmarked for the 2006/07 fiscal year.   

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

HOME Program - Budget Adjustment            

Manager’s Recommendation:  It is recommended that the 2006/07 HOME Program budget be amended to accept carryover funds from prior years that will be spent this fiscal year.  

The Block Grant Home Program revenue line item (278-0000-513.58-21) will be increased from $863,767.00 to $962,984.00 as well as the HOME Subgrantee expenditure line item (278-6580-761.83-10) from $299,701.00 to $398,918.00.  

Justification:  Carryover funds are not shown as a receivable by the City of Saginaw, therefore budget adjustments are required as these funds are utilized.  The Council adopted a budget for this fund on an overall basis, but the revenue and expenditures for the budget only included the federal funding earmarked for the 2006/07 fiscal year.   

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Recreation Budget Adjustment

Manager’s Recommendation:  It is recommended that the 2006/2007 Approved Budget for the following activity be amended: 

The General Fund’s Recreation budget of $25,000.00 will increase by $4,000.00, resulting in an increase of budgeted expenditures from $25,000.00 to $29,000.00.  Additionally, budgeted revenues will be increased by $4,000.00 due to a donation received in the current fiscal year.  This will result in no additional changes in the General Fund’s Fund Balance for FY 2007.

Justification:  The City received a donation of $4,000.00 from Hero’s for Kids that is to be applied towards the recreation program. 

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Subject:  Third Quarter Budget Adjustment

Manager’s Recommendation:  It is recommended that the 2006/2007 Approved Budget for the following funds be amended: 

Local Streets Fund’s (203) expenditures will increase by $350,000.00.  An operating transfer from the Major Streets Fund will offset this increase. 

The Public Safety Fund (205) will increase from $3,619,117.00 to $3,969,177.00 to cover a projected expenditure shortfall in FY 2007.  An operating transfer from the General Fund of $350,000.00 will offset this increase.

The Youth Initiative Grant Fund (265) will be increased by $81,581.00 from $124,096 to $205,577.00. This increase will be offset by an increase in the operating transfer from the General Fund in the amount of $81,581.00.

The SEDC Micro Loan Fund’s (283) expenditures will be increased from $0 to $2,000.00.  This increase will be offset by available fund balance.

The Central Stores Fund’s (633) expenditures will be increased by $92,000.00, from $0 to $92,000.00. Also, revenues will be increased from $0 to $92,000.00. In 2006/2007, this fund was not expected to be in service. However, during the year revenue and expenditures have been flowing through this fund.  This adjustment would establish the budget in FY 2007.

The Unfunded Liabilities Fund (674) will be increased from by $135,000, which will be offset by available revenues.

The Saginaw Housing Commission (733) will be increased by $109,349.00, from $146,720.00 to $256,069.00.  Available revenues will offset the increase in expenditures. 

Justification:  In accordance with the City Charter, the City Manager must provide quarterly to City Council an analysis of the budget to actual results.  As part of this process, the City Manager recommends the fore-mentioned budget adjustments.
Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Settlement of Police Claim

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend approval of the Settlement and Release Agreement in the amount of $10,000 to resolve a pending unfiled claim against the City.  This Agreement has been approved by the City Manager as to substance and the City Attorney as to form.  Funds for this payment are available in the Self-Insurance Fund Account No. 677-1762-711-8074.

Justification:  A criminal defendant was temporarily lodged in jail as a result of criminal charges and an inability to post a high bail.  The City eventually determined that the technical evidence did not support prosecution.  The defendant was released and all charges dismissed.  The person charged contends that this process could have been done more quickly and he would then have been released earlier.  In order to avoid the expense and uncertainties of litigation and resolve this matter, the City has negotiated a payment of $10,000.  The claimant has provided a full and complete release of liability.

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Kevin Collins Visiting Artists Residency Agreement


Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend approval of the Visiting Artists Residency Agreement between the City of Saginaw and Kevin Collins.  Mr. Collins will be paid $2,000.00, which includes all workshops and transportation.  The Agreement has been approved by me as to substance and the City Attorney as to form.

Funds for the Agreement will be paid by the Saginaw Arts and  Enrichment Commission.

Justification:  The Saginaw Arts and Enrichment Commission sponsors an annual Visiting Artists Residency.  This program sends renowned artists into schools and other venues throughout Saginaw County to teach the arts.  This year’s residency features Kevin Collins.  A series of five (5) student workshops will be held at the First Ward Community Center over a six (6) week period.  The residency will run July 6, 2007 through August 9, 2007 and will conclude with a recital at the annual Children’s Picnic on that date.  

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Interlocal Agreement for Distribution of Byrne Grant 

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend approval of the Interlocal Agreement with Saginaw County for administration of the 2007 Byrne Justice Assistance Grant and for the distribution of the proceeds.  This contract has been approved by the City Manager as to substance and the City Attorney as to form.

Justification:  The City of Saginaw and the County of Saginaw have negotiated the division of the proceeds of the 2007 Byrne Justice Assistance Grant.  The County has agreed to administer the $201,377.00 grant and provide the City $100,688.50 (50% of the total award).  These funds will be used to reimburse overtime expenses associated with assigning officers to a gang suppression unit; and supporting Area Records Management System (ARMS) annual amortization costs.

  This interlocal Agreement sets forth the rights and obligations of the parties and is a requirement before the grant may be awarded.  

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Annual Supply of Portland Cement

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend acceptance of the bid from Acme Block and Supply for an annual supply of Portland cement and that a purchase order be issued to them in the amount of $12,675.00 for fiscal year 2007-2008.

This vendor meets all the requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions Title 1, Chapter 14 § 14.35 – 14.44 of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.

Funds for this purchase are available in the Water Parts Account No. 591-4721-861.73-30 and Sewer Parts Inventory Account No. 590-4821-861.73-30 and will be accounted for through the Water Inventory Account No. 591-0000-171.11-30.

Justification:  On May 8, 2006, the Public Services Department, Right of Way Division, received a bid for an annual supply of Portland cement, which will be used in the construction and repair of the water distribution/transmission and sewage collection systems.  A cost comparison shows an increase of 6% over the previous purchase due to use of fossil fuels in the manufacture of the products.  

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Subject:  Computer Equipment 

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend that the low bid from Computer Management Technologies in the amount of $14,106.25 be accepted and a purchase order be issued to them in this amount for the purchase of computer equipment.

This vendor meets all requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter 14, §14.35-14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.

Funds for these items are available in the Geographic Information Systems Capital Outlay Office Equipment Account No 650-1738-781.97-60 ($5,306.75), and Maintenance and Services Capital Outlay Office Equipment Account No 590-4821-861.97-05 ($8,799.50).

Justification:  On May 8th, 2007, the City received bids for 2 Panasonic Toughbook Computers that will be utilized in field operations for the Public Utilities Division, and an HP color laser printer that the Geographic Information System Division will use for printing maps and work orders generated for the weed abatement program. Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend a purchase order be issued to P. K. Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $16,123.08 for Fiscal Year 2007-2008.  

This vendor meets all requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter 14, §14.35-14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.


Funds for this service are available in Major Streets Fund Account No 202-4621-791-73.30.   

Justification:   On June 15, 2004, the City received bids for the Pavement Marking 2004-2005 and 2005-2006 projects.  There was a provision for a third year (July 1, 2006 to June 30, 2007) to hold the second year prices and the company complied.  The company was asked if they would honor the current bid prices for an additional year and they have complied with the request.  This is for sprayable pavement marking services for the Traffic Engineering Section.  The pavement marking is necessary to annually improve worn pavement markings on citywide major streets and bridges.

Council Action:  Councilman Branch moved that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved.

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommend a purchase order be issued to D.S. Power in the amount of $20,310.00 for the fiscal year 2007-2008.  

This vendor meets all requirements of the Contract Compliance Provisions, Title 1, Chapter 14, §14.35-14.44, of the Saginaw Code of Ordinances.  

Funds for this service are budgeted in the following accounts Street Lighting Operations 101-4620-791-80.05, Traffic Engineering Operations 101-4621-791-80.05 and Major Streets Operations 202-4621-791-80.05.



Justification:  On June 15, 2004, the City received bids for pole setting for the Traffic Engineering Division from July 1, 2004 through June 30, 2005 and July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006.  There was a provision for a third year (July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007) to hold the second year price and the company complied.  The company was asked if they would honor the current bid prices for an additional year and they have complied with the request.  These services are provided on an as-needed basis for the Traffic Engineering Division.  Some of these costs will be reimbursed through successful claims against property damage offenders. The Amendment to the Contract will make these modifications:

3. The payments due in Fiscal Year 06-07 will be increased to $130,000.00; and

Subject:  Human Relations Commission Ordinance Repealed.

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommended that §12.32 “Human Relations Commission”, of Chapter 12, “Boards and Commission,” of Title I, “Administrative Code,” of the City of Saginaw Code of Ordinances, O-1, be repealed.  An Ordinance has been prepared and appears under the regular order of business.
 

Justification:  The Saginaw Human Relations Commission (“HRC”) was created to promote mutual understanding and respect among all racial, religious, age, sex, and nationality groups and to discourage discrimination.  At the request of Council, it also would investigate complaints between groups or individuals, which may result in discrimination.  The board has been inactive for some time and board member vacancies have not been filled.  

The Boards and Commissions Committee was established by Council to provide guidance on the creation, abolition and merger of boards and commissions and to make recommendations for appointments.  After a thorough study and review by this Committee, it was recommended and approved by Council to merge the Human Planning Commission (“HPC”) and the HRC.  Duties assigned to the HRC would be absorbed by the HPC by way of revising the HPC ordinance, which is being submitted  simultaneously with this repealment.  

Council Action:  This Council Communication is being submitted to explain the ordinance to be introduced in a subsequent portion of the agenda.
Councilman Branch introduced an ordinance entitled and reading as follows:

AN ORDINANCE TO REPEAL §12.32 “HUMAN RELATIONS COMMISSION,” OF CHAPTER 12, "BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS," OF TITLE I, “ADMINISTRATIVE CODE,” OF THE CITY OF SAGINAW CODE OF ORDINANCES, O-1.

Subject:  Amendment to Human Planning Commission Ordinance.

Manager’s Recommendation:  I recommended that various subsections of Section 12.33 “Saginaw Human Planning Commission” of Chapter 12, “Boards and Commissions” of Title I, Administrative Code of the City of Saginaw Code of Ordinances, O-1, be amended.  The subsections to be amended and the reasons for those amendments are set out below.  An Ordinance has been prepared and appears under the regular order of business.
 

Justification:  The Saginaw Human Planning Commission (“HPC”) was created to serve a variety of functions, the chief and best known of which is to review the applications for Community Development Block Grant (“CDBG”) funding and make recommendations to City Council regarding the allocation of those funds.  The original ordinance also envisioned some additional duties.  This amendment is designed to make the additional functions optional rather than mandatory and to allow the HPC increased flexibility in its operation.  In addition, the neighborhood districts have been updated to better reflect the actual districts as they now exist.
The original ordinance set up 23 districts, based upon the location of elementary schools.  Because of the consolidation and relocation of these schools, this list is no longer accurate.  The amendment would set up 20 districts, based upon the current 20 polling precincts in the City.  In the event additional precincts are added, additional members may be added.  The City is able to better describe these districts and monitor their boundaries.

The requirement of an annual meeting in February and an annual report in April was eliminated.  The HPC is free to do this if it chooses, but it is no longer a required activity.  The duty to recruit candidates for other boards and commissions is eliminated.  This is a function of the City Council committees and the City Manager’s Office.  Again, this is a function that the HPC may choose to perform, but for which it no longer has an obligation.  Finally, the identification of the staff designated to assist the HPC has been updated.

Council Action:  This Council Communication is being submitted to explain the ordinance to be introduced in a subsequent portion of the agenda.

11. To sweep curbed streets, bridges, intersections and overpasses where it is our responsibility; and

OF FUNDS BY THE U. S. FISH AND WILDLIFE SERVICE

Fish and Wildlife Service (“Service”), the State of Michigan, the City of Bay City, the Saginaw Chippewa Tribe and General Motors Corporation entered into a Settlement Agreement in 1999 to resolve outstanding litigation in the United States District Court over contamination in the Saginaw River; and

WHEREAS, two components of the settlement directly involved Green Point Environmental Learning Center (Green Point), in that the Shiawassee Refuge received two 99 year leases for Green Point and General Motors transferred $520,000.00 to the Service for the restoration activities at Green Point; and

WHEREAS, discovery of dioxin and furan contamination throughout the 100-year floodplain of the Tittabawassee River downstream from Midland, Michigan and including much of the 80 acres of the Green Point led the Service to believe that restoration activities should not be conducted at Green Point until those concerns are addressed; and

WHEREAS, the Service (along with other parties) is actively pursuing restoration and compensation from Dow Chemical related to the dioxin and furan contamination; and

WHEREAS, the Service fully intends to continue to use Green Point to provide quality environmental education to area schools and the public; and

WHEREAS, in the interim, the Service and other Trustees propose that the funds currently targeted for restoration at Green Point be reprogrammed to acquire the remaining privately-owned, undeveloped tracts at Big Charity Island for addition to Michigan’s Islands Refuge; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Saginaw hereby acknowledges receipt of this recommendation and request and expresses no opposition to the proposed action by the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service.
