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Wasting Water is Wasting Money!

Did you know the water we use today is the same water that was used at the start of time, we
will never have any more.

Wasting water is wasting money. If you live in the City of Saginaw, and allowed the water in
your toilet to run for 24 hours a day, just the smallest hole of 1/16” for one month would
amount to a bill of apx. $183.27 for the leaked water, not including other usage (see 3 mo.
scale below). Take a closer look at your plumbing, check for leaks, and if you need help
checking for leaks you can call your water department. You would be surprised what you
may save.

Quick Tip: Place a few drops of food coloring in the tank of the toilet at night and in the morn-
ing see if it leaked into the toilet bowl overnight. This is one sign you have a leak and are
wasting water.

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Water Treatment Plant Fire Safety Training

Recently employees at the Water Treatment Plant were given a Fire Extinguisher Demo by Deputy Fire
Marshal Ralph Martin. This training provided everyone with a chance to use a fire extinguisher to actual-
ly put out a fire. This doesn't sound like the most exciting thing in the world to do, but it is astonishing
how many people have never had the chance to use a fire extinguisher. One of the scariest things for
people that end up having to face a small fire is trying to use a fire extinguisher in a "panic situation" and
for the first time. By giving everyone the chance to use one in a fun and controlled situation, hopefuIIy
when it's for real, it will be more second nature and a lot ,

safer.

As for the extinguishers that were used, the Water Plant
had to replace some of their fire extinguishers that had
become "out of compliance" because they were too old.
Instead of discarding them, they were taken out of ser-
vice and labeled as Demonstration Only and will be used
for training sessions.

Deputy Fire Marshal Martin also showed an excellent movie and shared many interesting stories dealing
with fire safety. This training can be very useful for employees in any department within the City.

Winter Driving - Emergency Car Kit

Winter travel can be tough on car and driver, to prepare:

- Check your tires. Check tire pressure during cold weather. Remember service shops and mechan-
ics are busiest just before and during winter storms.

- Get a vehicle winter maintenance check-up. Don't wait to check your battery, fluid levels, belts, hos-
es, radiator, lights, brakes, heater/defroster and wipers.

- Keep your fuel tank full. Don't let it fall below half a tank on winter trips.
- Program your radio for traffic reports and emergency messages.

What to carry on winter trips:

- Keep a basic winter survival kit in your vehicle: flashlight, batteries, blanket, snacks, water, gloves,
boots, first aid kit and keep your cell phone fully charged.

- Load your car with winter travel gear: ice scraper/snowbrush, jumper cables, road flares, small
shovel, flat cardboard and a supply of rock salt/ice melter.

If you find yourself stranded, be safe, stay in your car, put on your flashers, and call for help on your
cell phone and wait until help arrives.

Operators of City of Saginaw equipment need to make sure that they complete the daily pre-trip and
post-trip inspections in accordance with DOT regulations.

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Phishing, Fraud and Identity Theft

There have been a number of attempts to obtain confidential personal information through city
e-mails and cell phones. Responding to these attempts can be hazardous to the intended recipient.
Following are some examples of these frauds.

FRAUD RLERT

The Nigerian Scam: The recipient receives an e-mail either from an embassy official or someone
claiming to represent a legal firm. The notification is that there is a large sum of money waiting to be
claimed. The intent is to get the recipient to contact the sender and supply specific identity information,
and in some cases even bank account numbers. By posting a small percentage of the amount waiting
to be claimed, the target of this scam can guarantee that the process will proceed and they will
ultimately end up with the large sum of cash. The greed of the recipient of the notification drives them
to deliver sensitive information and deposit money into an account from their personal savings. The
results are always that the victim will find that there is no big payoff, just a loss of sometimes
thousands of their own dollars.

Credit Card Scam: This one involves a phone call to a card holder from someone identifying
themselves as security for the card company. The caller establishes their credibility to the card holder
by asking the caller to verify their name, account number, expiration date, and date of last purchase.
The caller will typically inform the card holder that they should expect to see a charge that they cannot
identify, usually less than $500, on their next statement, but not to worry as it is under investigation and
will be removed within 60 to 90 days. The card holder is then asked for one more piece of information,
the three digit number on the back of the card. In reality what has happened is the caller, posing as
security, has obtained all the information they need to make a cash withdrawal of an amount less than
would normally alert most identity theft programs. The time delay in realizing that they have been
scammed makes the investigation of the crime extremely difficult for the credit card company’s real
security people.

Money Card Scam: Similar to the above, the victim of this will be the holder of a money card who
receives an e-mail from what appears to be an internet fraud investigation company. They will see that
an investigation is being conducted involving their checking account. The e-mail will direct the victim to
either contact a phone number or supply pertinent information via a return e-mail. Fearing that their
bank account has been tampered with, the victim will be tricked into supplying enough information to
allow the perpetrator to actually access their personal bank account and withdraw funds.

Solutions: Avoiding becoming a victim of these scams can be as simple as realizing that:
-If you don't know anyone in Nigeria, it is highly unlikely that you are being designated as the recipient
of money originating from that or any other country.
-If someone calls claiming to be a representative of a bank or a credit card company, who doesn’t have
all of your pertinent information, they really are not a representative of that organization. Anyone who
is legitimately employed by the organization has access to all of your personal information and does not
need you to supply it.
-If you receive notification via e-mail of irregularities in your bank account, call the bank and ask before
communicating with anyone claiming to represent them.
-Anytime anyone calls attempting what you think may be a questionable effort to obtain pertinent
information that may compromise your identity, simply ask for a return phone number and tell them you
will call them back after you have verified the number is actually to that bank or credit card security
division. These numbers are usually on the back of the card.

Christmas Tree Facts

Michigan is ranked fourth among all states in the production of real Christmas trees, but
grows a larger variety (13) of Christmas trees than any other state.

More than one million acres of land have been planted in Christmas trees. The industry
employs over 100,000 people.

Christmas trees take an average of 7 - 10 years to mature. 2-3 seedlings are planted
for every harvested Christmas tree.

98 percent of all Christmas trees are grown on farms.

Christmas trees remove dust and pollen from the air.

Artificial trees will last for six years in your home, but for centuries in a landfill.

One acre of Christmas trees provides for the daily oxygen requirement of 18 people.

In the first week, a tree in your home will consume as much as a quart of water per day.
